NEW FINANCIAL BENEFIT FOR MID-AMERICA 

HOST SOCIETIES 
 
The Mid-America Orchid Congress has created 
a new benefit for affiliated societies that host 
Mid-America meetings.  Mid-America will 
donate to a host society 50% of the auction 
proceeds received at the hosted meeting.  The 
first recipient will be the Memphis Orchid 
Society, host of the Spring 2011 Congress. 
 
Mid-America attendees know that the Saturday 
evening auction is a fun-filled highlight of every 
Mid-America meeting.  “It’s Mid-America’s main 
fundraising event, and now it will be a fund-
raising event for our host society as well,” says 
Beth Martin, chair of the Mid-America Annual 
Meetings Committee.  “We want to encourage 
more societies to host Mid-America meetings, 
and we know the societies are concerned about 
the financial aspects.  We decided to split the 
auction proceeds because we see Mid-America 
meetings as a partnership between Mid-
America and the host society.  For the past few 
years our auctions have averaged close to 
$3000, so we think it will be a significant help to 
a host society.  The society can use their share 
to cover expenses of the Mid-America meeting, 
or maybe just build up their treasury.”  Because 
Mid-America is a 501(c)(3) organization, all 
donations of auction items are tax-deductible 
and winning bids may be partially tax-
deductible. 
 
 

 
The new benefit is available only to affiliated 
societies who host Mid-America meetings and 
are responsible for all meeting arrangements.  
In addition, Mid-America funds are available to 
help pay the expenses of a speaker at each 
spring and fall meeting.  Mid-America can also 
provide a loan of up to $2,500 (to be repaid at 
the end of the hosted meeting) for deposits and 
other up-front expenses.  The Annual Meetings 
Committee can provide historical data and other 
information to societies interested in hosting a 
Mid-America meeting.

REPORT TO AFFILIATED SOCIETIES 
MID-AMERICA ORCHID CONGRESS 

LOUISVILLE, KY, SEPTEMBER 24-26, 2010  
 
The meeting was hosted by the Mid�America 
Orchid Congress and held in conjunction with 
the Kentucky Orchid Society 2010 Fall Orchid 
Show. 
 
Having arrived on Friday afternoon in the 
unseasonal 95 degree heat, the societies and 
vendors were busy assembling their exhibits, 
and the Congress was welcoming about 75 
registrants to the Fern Valley Hotel and 
Conference in Louisville. The Society provided 
a wonderful hospitality room throughout the 
weekend feeding the hungry workers and 
Congress registrants.  Thank you to David 
Easley and his army of hospitality volunteers! 
 
On Saturday morning, Ron Williams ably 
guided 32 judges in eight ribbon teams and 
eight AOS teams as they evaluated the 21 
exhibits and 295 entries and managed to 
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complete their work so that the Show could 
open to the public at 10 am.  The judges 
identified 15 orchids for award consideration 
and the following two were successful: ��

Saturday afternoon orchid talks included Marni 
Turkel, Stony Point Ceramic Design, Santa 
Rosa, CA.  Her title “Give It a Rest” explored 
the factors involved for orchids accustomed to 
an extensive dry rest period in their native 
habitats. She showed world maps with weather 
patterns and the “make it or break it” effect a 
dry rest period can have on growth and 
flowering of particular species. Some plants that 
many people find hard to bloom may bloom if 
given what they need. 
Fred Clarke of Sunset Valley Orchids, Vista, 
CA, followed with “Today’s Mini and Compact 
Cattleyas”, which come in many colors and 
shapes. We learned about the small growing 
Cattleya species, the important breeding plants 
that contributed to today’s compact cattleyas 
and what practices are used for growing these 
little gems. 
 

Saturday night’s FUN�raiser provided a high 
spirited, entertaining hour of auctioning of 
orchids and orchid-related items to raise funds 
for MAOC projects and services, such as 
conservation and support of the judging centers 
in the Congress’ territory. The donation of 
auction items is much appreciated and is 
tax�deductible as Mid�America is a 501(c)(3) 
organization. 
 
Dinner at Winston’s Restaurant featured 
world�class cuisine and good 
service, provided by the rising stars of the 
culinary industry. The award�winning 
Winston’s Restaurant at Sullivan University is 
one of the foremost culinary training 
restaurants in the country. It is the final 
destination for culinary students before stepping 
out as professional chefs.  
 
On Sunday morning forty-five registrants 
attended the Affiliated Societies Committee 
Breakfast. Committee member Doris Asher led 
a lively discussion on Honoring Past and 
Present Members of Local Orchid Societies.

·  Illinois OS – issue an award plaque and 
$25 gift certificate – board members not 
eligible 

·  Illinois OS – have a culture award for 
someone who died 

·  Illinois OS – O.D. Diamond Award given 
to hospitality chair 

·  OS Greater Kansas City – bought items 
from the dollar store – a hand – “Thank 
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you for lending a hand” – tissue box 
cover for handling registration – a 
measuring cup for “measuring up” 

·  Kentucky OS – at Christmas potluck, 
honor the person who does the most 
every year. Flowers sent for deceased 
members -- paid for by donations at 
meeting – name a trophy for the person 

·  Batavia OS – poster in memoriam at 
Show; donation to the AOS in the name 
of the person; award named for the 
person 

·  Greater Lansing OS – collect 
information about deceased member 
from other members and publish tribute 
in newsletter 

·  Omaha OS – has used AOS certificates; 
donate to AOS for deceased members;  
lifetime memberships for formerly active, 
older members who now have trouble 
coming to meetings; works with families 
of deceased members to select 
appropriate charity  

·  Orchid Growers Guild of Madison – 
invited older, former members to attend 
society’s 25th anniversary celebration 
banquet; members sponsor an award at 
show in memory of deceased member 

·  Toledo OS – small – only 12 members – 
visited terminally ill member and helped 
with care of the orchids 

·  OS Greater Kansas City – take up 
collection when member dies and give 
to an orchid organization chosen by 
family 

·  Greater Lansing OS – donation to local 
native orchid garden 

·  Mention names in both the newsletter 
and on society website 

·  Denver OS – send card in the mail; 
make donation to member’s 
organization of choice

·  Atlanta OS – got 90 renewals and 50 
new members; use Paypal; have ice 
cream socials; ask for help; names are 
mentioned in the newsletter 

·  Peoria OS – Have a ticket raffle – if

3 new members 

·  Mentor program, one on one 
·  Novice table at meetings 
·  Entry classes for kids; junior exhibit 

class 
·  Student memberships with lower dues – 

“work off” dues 
·  Orchid Growers Guild – use Facebook 
·  Use Facebook or Twitter to bring in 

young members 
·  Facebook “page” vs “group” – with 

group you can send e-mails 
·  Contact faculty to gain student 

involvement 
·  Contact TV personality to advertise 

society events 
·  Have bookmarks printed and distributed 

– orchid places, libraries 
·  Piggyback your show with other events 

e.g. flower and garden show, reptile 
show

The Congress 
continues to seek host societies for future 
meetings Beth Martin has developed an 
information sheet on the past 5 years of 
Congresses as an aid to prospective host 
societies.

FROM OUR PRESIDENT 
 

 
 
Dear Fellow Orchid Growers, 
 
The Mid-America fall meeting was held in 
Louisville last month in conjunction with the 
Kentucky Orchid Society’s Fall show.  It was by 
all measures a success.  There were interesting 
speakers, a great dinner and the usual fun 
auction.  I want to congratulate Dixie and Jim 
McCulloch on being named Orchidists of the 
Year.  They have done a great many things for 
Mid-America over the years, including working 
as the contact point between KOS and Mid-
America to facilitate the organization of this 
meeting.  Giving them this honor in their home 
town was the perfect choice.   
 
Perhaps the most important thing to happen at 
this meeting was the decision by the Congress 
to share the auction revenue at future meetings 
with our host societies.  See the article on page 
one of this issue for more information about this 
new benefit.  I hope Mid-America’s willingness 
to support our host societies will encourage 
more societies to host our meetings. 
 
The Louisville meeting was a financial success 
as well.  Our income from registrations 
exceeded our expenses by about $1,500.  This 
shows, once again, that hosting Mid-America 
need not be a money losing event. While KOS 
members organized their show as usual, most 
of the additional work of organizing the Mid-
America meeting was done by a core group of 
six Mid-America volunteers.  It doesn’t take a lot 
of people or a lot of money to host a Mid-
America meeting. 
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The biggest challenge now facing Mid-America 
is finding future meeting sites.  If your society is 
having an orchid show, hosting Mid-America 
isn’t that much additional work.  Because Mid-
America provides funds to host societies to help 
cover the costs of a speaker at each meeting, 
it’s a good opportunity for your members to 
hear speakers that might be too expensive to 
bring to a regular monthly meeting.  And, as 
mentioned above, it won’t necessarily cost your 
society a lot of money, especially now that the 
Congress will be sharing the auction revenue 
with your society.  Mid-America officers and 
chairs have experience in planning these 
meetings. We can give you advice and 
information about past meetings to help you 
make yours a success.  If your society would 
consider hosting a Mid-America meeting, 
please contact me at the email address below 
or any MAOC officer or committee chair.  Their 
names and addresses are on page 10 of this 
issue and also on the Congress’s website, 
http://midamericanorchids.org/.  
 
I want to thank Jan Yates, our Treasurer and 
Budget Chair for the past five years, for her 
service to the Congress.  Over the past few 
years Mid-America has gone from a precarious 
financial situation to a very stable one.  We 
currently have about $30,000 in unrestricted 
funds in our treasury.  While many people have 
been involved in this turnaround, Jan deserves 
a large share of the credit.  Because the MAOC 
constitution limits our Treasurer to five years, 
Jan is stepping down from that post.  She will 
continue as Budget Chair and will work closely 
with our new Treasurer, Alexa Noel.  I want to 
thank Alexa for accepting this post.  I know 
she’ll do a great job.  
 
We’re looking forward to our 2011 spring 
meeting which will be hosted by the Memphis 
Orchid Society, May 20 – 22.  Mark your 
calendars now and watch for more details in the 
coming months.

Cincinnati's Trophy Winning Exhibit 

Louisville MAOC
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Mary Rita Theresa Weiss passed away 
peacefully at Northwestern Hospital in Chicago 
on April 20, 2010, at the age of 78. She is 
survived by two sisters, one brother, her five 
sons and three daughters, 25 grandchildren, 
and eight great-grandchildren. Second only to 
her family, Mary's passion was orchids. From a 
gift of 3 plants given to her in 1973 her 
collection grew to over 3000. She was an active 
member of the Batavia Orchid Society for over 
30 years serving as show chairman for over 20. 
She won awards and ribbons numbering in the 
thousands, with some of her plants earning 
American Orchid Society awards. She 
eventually became an internationally accredited 
orchid judge, serving at competitions in such 
exotic places as Hong Kong, New Zealand, 
Hawaii, Indonesia, and Rio de Janeiro. In 1999 
she was named Orchidist of the year by the 
Mid-America Orchid Congress. Even in the 
dead of winter a walk through her greenhouse 
was like being in a forest of flowers. To her 
friends and family she was known as a fun 
loving person with boundless energy. 
 

Memories of Mary Weiss

Before I ever met her, I had heard her name 
mentioned. Her name was used in reverence. 
She traveled a lot and contributed to everyone’s 
orchid show, even the shows considered far 
away, by anyone’s measure. Mary Weiss is a 
real orchid enthusiast, it was said. Her name 

was filed away in the list of orchid growers I 
wished to meet.  
 
The first time I met Mary, she was the chair of 
the Ways & Means committee of the Mid-
America Orchid Congress. At the time, I had no 
idea what that meant. It means that she 
organized the auctions. Mary was selling 
MAOC lapel pins while the auctioneer and other 
people ran the event. She knew that I did not 
own a pin and thought that I ought to have one. 
She was quiet, serious and stern. She stopped 
in front of me and looked intently, her hand out-
stretched, palm up, right at the level of my chin, 
gently rocking the pins back and forth. You 
simply HAD to buy one. A force of nature, she 
was, I decided. 
 
The second time I met Mary, she and her 
friends arrived in Indianapolis for the orchid 
show in Garfield Park. She was vivacious, 
happy, laughing, outgoing, and full of energy. 
The three of them spent a lot of time and 
energy constructing their display. There was a 
lot of standing back, looking at it from different 
angles and discussing how it could be done 
better. They had fun and, above all, Mary did 
this for the love and beauty of orchids. That was 
evident from the energy with which the display 
was put together. 
 
The third time I met Mary, we were judging. 
Mary was a probationary judge, while I was a 
beginning student. It was hard to decide how to 
best learn about orchid judging, except perhaps 
to carefully observe how more experienced 
people did it. Mary was years ahead of me and 
I had the privilege of learning from her. She was 
confident, positive, kind to others (even in 
cases where others were not so kind to her) 
and fair. She had a keen eye for the beauty of 
orchids. If only I could be like that, I thought. 
 
One of the next times I met Mary, she was 
awarded the Orchidist of the Year award by the 
Congress. It was a surprise to her. With tears in 
her eyes she accepted the award and said that 
it almost never happened: she had no words. 
We believed her.  
 
One of the last times I met Mary, she had 
organized the orchid show for the Batavia 
Orchid Society. I phoned her ahead of time and 
asked if I would be permitted to judge the show. 
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Are you welcome to join us?, she asked. We 
would be delighted! And she proceeded to 
explain all the scheduling details and how 
honored everyone would be if I cared to join. 
Upon arrival, the first order of business was a 
big hug; business was not done without one.  
 
Put together, I remember Mary as a kind, 
encouraging, happy, orchid-loving, enthusiastic, 
humble and hospitable force of nature. We  
miss her and fondly remember her.
