1) Q. | What is an Intergenerics?
1) A. Hybrid Terms Explained (Plant Genealogy ):  Regardless of its origin (indigenous location) the native orchid is a
specie. When plant breeders create a new plant by crossing (breeding) two different plants within the same genus the
progeny (offspring) will be a Primary Hybrid. This can also occur in the wild when two specie are in close proximity to allow
cross pollination by bees, moths, insects, etc.; the progeny is a Natural Hybrid. Crossing a hybrid with another hybrid or
another specie results in a Complex Hybrid. If a hybrid is made using allied (related) genera the result is an Intergeneric
Hybrid. Examples:
Cattleya Alliance - Epidendrum x Cattleya = Epicattleya
Oncidium Alliance - Brassia x Oncidium = Brassidium
Some varieties are self pollinating (not a desirable trait). Plant breeders will cross two plants with desirable characteristics
in hope that the all or most of the offspring will also have this characteristic. If these are from the same parents it is called
a sib (sibling) cross ( x sib). When possible parents from two different sources are used to maintain the genetic diversity.
However, this is not always possible and to propagate the plant it must be selfed ( x self), this is good if the mutations are
desirable, though more often the result is a weaker plant with deformities due to inbreeding. Some specie offer wider
range of shapes, colors and combinations but those are not easy to grow and flower. By including them other genera in the
hybrid the result is a new flower shapes, colors and combinations; which flower more than once per year plus they
generally are easier to grow than some of the original parent species.
