1:40 p.m., April 20th prior to the general meeting (same location) 
 
Bring an orchid that needs repotting and repot your plant along with Carolyn Butcher. The MOS will provide a 
limited amount of supplies (bark and pots) but it is best to bring your favorite planting medium (pre-
moistened, best if soaked overnight) and a clean pot to insure that you will have the needed supplies. If your 
orchid has a lot of roots sticking out, it wouldn’t hurt to soak them for and hour or so also so they will be  
flexible enough to work into the new pot.   
Hint: bring disposable latex or vinyl gloves to keep your hands clean during repotting. If you don't have a 
plant to repot, bring your questions as you observe Carolyn work her magic. This is an interactive  
demonstration so bring plenty of questions!
